WCRA/MCRA 1ST Annual Regional Conference

Louanne Currence:  Brief overview of Staging and Updates

At this year’s first regional meeting we had the opportunity to listen to Louanne Currence on behalf of April Fritz on the second day of the conference.  She discussed a variety of topics, but the two that I felt resonated most with me was her presentations on AJCC Staging for 2016 cases and 2016 Standard Setter Updates:  New codes, New Fields.  Staging has been a big topic for registries especially with the new AJCC 8th Edition release right around the corner.  Louann reviewed the general rules of staging and went further in depth with the rules of clinical TNM and Pathologic TNM staging.  Different examples and case scenarios on staging were presented to help create a better picture on how to understand the 2016 staging rules.  We had the chance to ask questions about certain cases we maybe had problems with staging on and being able to listen to others questions was a great learning experience.  A brief review of AJCC 8th edition was discussed as far as pricing and rumored changes. She updated attendees on newly reportable conditions and tumors and data items from COC/FORDS 2016.  The data items brought up consisted of continuing, revised, new and discontinued items.  I felt that her presentations were very beneficial and if you get the chance to attend one of her presentations take the opportunity to do so.

· MCSS has converted to NAACCR v16, registries may submit files in v16 format.
· There is a new submit form with electronic submissions. It can be found under: Uploading steps, #4 at the website below:
http://www.health.state.mn.us/divs/hpcd/cdee/mcss/cancerregistries.html 
· There is no MCSS metafile this year. Registries should use the CoC edits. Our efforts have been on implementation of the upcoming new system.
· Effective in 2017 MCSS will become the Minnesota Cancer Reporting System (MCRS)
· Coding/Staging/Treatment items discussed at MCSS monthly meetings will be shared with registrars via new MCSS list.serv and the MODMM  
· Contact your FS Rep if you would like to be on the list.serv and did not sign up at the MN/WI Fall Conference
· As part of the sharing of information above, submit coding/staging/treatment questions or discussions from your registry to your FS Rep or Carol Forbes-Manske 

· New Multiple Primary & Histology Manual for Solid Tumors will not be released until 2018
· AJCC Cancer Staging Manual Eighth Edition was published in October, 2016 and is effective for cancers diagnosed January 1, 2018 or later
· SEER*RSA (Registrar Staging Assistant) – non-SEER registries that report to NCDB and central registries that report to CDC cannot use SEER*RSA to assign stage 
CODING FYI:

Neuroendocrine tumor vs neuroendocrine carcinoma (SINQ 20140026): The difference is the word tumor versus carcinoma. Code 8246 when the mass/lesion is referred to as neuroendocrine carcinoma or NEC. Use code 8240 when the mass/lesion is referred to as a neuroendocrine “tumor” or NET G1. Carcinoid is most often used interchangeably with neuroendocrine tumor & not neuroendocrine carcinoma. 

Carcinoid tumor NOS of the appendix changed behavior from /1 to /3 effective January 1, 2015.

Adenocarcinoma, mucinous/colloid type or signet ring cell type, no % stated: Per MPH Manual, Colon, Rule H6 states to code 8140 (adenoca, nos) when the final dx is adenoca and

· The microscopic dx states that <50% of the tumor is mucinous/colloid or signet ring cell or

· The percentage of mucinous/colloid or signet ring cell ca is unknown

Colon, Rule H5, states to code (mucinous/colloid adenocarcinoma) 8480 or 8490 (signet ring cell carcinoma) when the final diagnosis is:

· Mucinous/colloid (8480) or signet ring cell (8490) or 
· Adenocarcinoma, nos & the micro description documents that 50% or more of the tumor is mucinous/colloid or signet ring cell carcinoma
Mixed Germ Cell Tumor & Mixed Germ Cell Tumor, Nonseminomatous (9085): MPH Manual, Other Sites, Table 2 – Mixed Combination Codes indicates a Teratoma & seminoma or yolk sac tumor are coded to 9085.  According to SINQ 20160056 mixed germ cell tumors without seminoma are to be coded to 9085 also.  According to WHO, tumors of more than one histologic type (mixed forms) can occur in any combination of various germ cell histologies, including embryonal, yolk sac, teratoma, and choriocarcinoma.

Undifferentiated Pleomorphic Sarcoma: The current (2013) WHO book on Bone and Soft Tissue indicates ICD-O codes should be:

· Undifferentiated spindle cell sarcoma

Article VIII – Committees and Representatives:

Implementation of AJCC 8th Edition Cancer Staging System 

Page Content



The American Joint Committee on Cancer (AJCC) has been working closely with all of its member organizations throughout the development of the recently published 8th Edition Cancer Staging Manual.  The coordination of the implementation for a new staging system is critically important to ensure that all partners in patient care and cancer data collection are working in synchrony.  

In order to ensure that the cancer care community has the necessary infrastructure in place for documenting  8th Edition stage, the AJCC Executive Committee, in dialogue with the National Cancer Institute (NCI-SEER), Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the College of American Pathologists (CAP), the National Comprehensive Cancer Network (NCCN, the National Cancer Data Base (NCDB), and the Commission on Cancer (CoC), made the decision to delay the implementation of the 8th Edition Cancer Staging System to January 1, 2018.

Clinicians will continue to use the latest information for patient care, including scientific content of the 8th Edition Manual.   All newly diagnosed cases through December 31st 2017 should be staged with the 7th edition.  The time extension will allow all partners to develop and update protocols and guidelines and for software vendors to develop, test, and deploy their products in time for the data collection and implementation of the 8th edition in 2018.

The AJCC is working together with all of its members as well as software vendors to make this transition as smooth as possible for the oncology community.  More communication will follow from the AJCC and the member organizations over the coming weeks.
